What will be available?

It will not be possible to take the full range of tests within this
qualification in 2021, because of the public health crisis. However, it will
be possible for candidates to take the Speaking test on-line and receive
a Statement of Attainment, including the mark awarded.

When will this take place?

There is a choice of 2 dates:

Wednesday 9 June 2021

Thursday evening 10 June 2021

You must indicate which date you wish to take the test on registration.
Your exam centre will let you know the exact time of your Speaking test.

By when do | need to register?

You must register by 5 March 2021. Late registrations will not be
accepted.

How much does the exam cost?

There is no fee for candidates who have registered on a ‘Learn Welsh’
course in 2021. However, on registration, you are committed to taking
the test. If you are a private candidate, contact your exam centre to get
information about the fee.

How do | register?

All candidates must register with their ‘Learn Welsh’ provider. You are
responsible for this, not your tutor. You can not register directly with
WJEC.

What happens in the Speaking test?

All speaking tests will be recorded on the teaching platform used by your
provider (e.g. Zoom or MS Teams). The recording will be sent to WJEC
and will be assessed externally. Do not register unless you are willing to
be recorded in this way.



The test usually lasts for 7-8 minutes.
You will have to show the interviewer your photographic ID, to confirm
your identity.

Content of the test
There are 4 parts to the Speaking test:

I Reading a dialogue aloud

i. Answering questions

lii.  Answering questions about a picture
Iv.  Asking questions

The interviewer will share the ‘Candidate’s Sheet’ at the start of the test.
You will have 2 minutes to look at the dialogue, before starting the
recording. The interviewer will control the screen and move from one
part to the next.

I Reading a dialogue aloud

You will see a dialogue to read aloud with the interviewer. This part
will test your pronunciation.

ii.  Answering the interviewer’s questions
The interviewer will ask you simple personal questions in Welsh,
e.g. Beth dych chi’n hoffi'i wneud yn eich amser sbar? You should
answer using sentences.

lii.  Answering questions about a picture
There will be a picture on screen of a person with a number of
facts about him/her. The interviewer will ask questions about that
person and you must answer using sentences based on the
prompts on screen.

iv. Asking the interviewer
There will be 5 words or phrases on screen, and you must use
them to ask the interviewer questions, e.g. for ‘byw’ you could ask
‘Ble dych chi’'n byw? / Lle dach chi’n byw?

Parts i-iv assess your ability to answer and ask questions accurately.



Results

You will get your mark for the Speaking test approximately 8 weeks
afterwards, and receive a Statement of Attainment by the end of
September. There are no grades for this test, only Pass/Fail.

Data protection

If you register to take an exam with your ‘Learn Welsh’ provider, you will
be asked to provide certain personal data. Your registration data will be
shared with the National Centre for Learning Welsh. Some of these data,
l.e. forenames, surname, date of birth and gender, will be sent by the
National Centre for Learning Welsh to WJEC. It is necessary for your
personal data to be shared in this way in order to facilitate your taking
the exam and receiving an award.

Please be aware
that your contact details will not be shared with WJEC and any queries
you have in relation to the exam should be directed to your exam centre,
i.e. your ‘Learn Welsh’ provider.
