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Increase in the numbers learning Welsh
The latest official data for the Learn 
Welsh sector shows an increase of 11% 
in the numbers learning Welsh.  

The data, published by the National 
Centre for Learning Welsh, shows that 
16,905 unique learners followed the 
Centre’s courses during 2022-2023, 
an 11% increase on 2021-2022, when 
15,260 unique learners were recorded.

Dona Lewis, Chief Executive of the National 
Centre for Learning Welsh, said: “This is 
extremely positive news, which reflects the 
range of activity in the Learn Welsh sector.  
The Centre looks forward to continuing to 
work creatively with its partners to meet 
the demand for Welsh courses.”
